+09: Charity registration to begin in 2007.
Registration of charities under the new Charities Act will begin in February
2007. The Charities Commission register will provide members of the 
public with more information about the nature, activities and purposes of 
charities in New Zealand, so they can make informed donations to charity. 
While registration with the Charities Commission is voluntary, existing 
charitable organisations need to register before 1 July 2008 to continue to
qualify for income tax and gift duty exemptions.

+10: Working overseas for aid agencies.
The government is extending the period of time a person can continue 
to receive New Zealand Superannuation or Veteran's Pension while
they are overseas and working voluntarily for an aid agency.

Effective from 1 July 2006, this period will extend from 52 weeks to 
three years. Currently there are about 40 older volunteers 
working overseas for aid agencies who could benefit from the extended
entitlement period.

+14: $16.7 million grants announced for significant community projects.
Prime Minister Helen Clark has announced six government grants, worth 
up to a total of $16.7 million, under the Significant Community Based Projects Fund. 
Up to $5.5 million has been awarded to a project to reintroduce endangered 
species such as the kiwi and tuatara to Maungatautari Mountain. 
Auckland's ASB Showgrounds have received a grant of up to $4.7 million 
to assist with the modernisation and redevelopment of the facility 
so it can attract world-class events to Auckland. 
Further grants have gone to a project to build an authentic Chinese 
Garden in Dunedin (up to $3.7 million), New Zealand's first indoor 
Velodrome in Invercargill (up to $1 million), and developing eco-tourism
in the West Coast's Oparara Valley (up to $1.8 million).
+15: Nine community-based projects to share $1.5 million. 
The projects, in places as far south as Gore and as far north as Kaipara, 
are to be funded over three years from the Government's Community
Initiatives Fund. 

The Community Initiatives Fund supports projects run by a proven 
community leader that contribute to the social development needs 
of a geographic community or a community of interest. 

The Community Initiatives Fund is administered by the Ministry of 
Social Development's Family and Community Services. Fifty-three 
applications for funding were received this round. An external panel 
was appointed to review each application and recommend those for funding.

+16: NZ Suicide Prevention Strategy 2006-2016 launched
The new Strategy extends New Zealand's youth suicide prevention 
approach into suicidal behaviour across all age groups. The Strategy 
provides a framework to identify the work needed to reduce both 
suicide and attempted suicide.  

Action plans will be developed to implement the Strategy. 
The Ministry of Health has set up a Taskforce to oversee the 
development of the first action plan for release next year.
