At Le Va, our vision is clear: vibrant Pacific leadership and well Pacific families. Our function
is to grow the Pacific health workforce and enhance mainstream services so that they are
more responsive to Pacific families. Our aim is to enhance the quality of services for Pacific
peoples and their families.

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What is the process?

Applicants are invited to complete the application form and submit by June 7th, 2010. A
selection panel will then assess all applications against the selection criteria and appoint
members for the group.

All applicants will be notified of the outcome by June 21 2010.

What will be expected if you are part of this group?

The Group will meet twice annually. All members are expected to attend these meetings.

Le Va will also provide opportunities for members to develop professionally as Disability
champions. Group members may also be required to communicate with decision makers,
community leaders and other relevant audiences.

We will ensure that any aids required to support individuals attending and participating in the
meetings are provided.

Payment
It is expected that members from Government Organisations or Crown Entities will be
supported by their organisations to attend the meetings.

All other individuals will be paid a standard sitting fee of $300 per full day or $150 per half
day, in line with standard Government rates.

The costs of reasonable travel and accommodation will be organised and paid for by Le Va.
