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The Committee discussed the launch of the Johns Hopkins University Working Paper Defining the Nonprofit Sector: New Zealand on the 29 September 2006. It was agreed by all that the launch had been a great success, and that there had been reasonable media coverage of the event. Of the 1,000 copies of the Defining the Nonprofit Sector: New Zealand published, over 900 had been distributed. The Committee agreed to get more copies printed, if there was the ongoing demand for hard copies. Feedback from the publication of the Working Paper had been positive. 
Committee members felt it was important to publicise widely that the Working Paper was just the first publication of the Study, and that there is further work underway. A provisional release by Statistics New Zealand of some data on non-profit institutions will take place in April 2007, followed by the launch of the initial non-profit satellite account in August 2007. The New Zealand National Report will be published by the OCVS in collaboration with Johns Hopkins University and the Committee in June 2008, and will include qualitative material from the Massey University researchers and a comparison of New Zealand’s statistical data to that of other countries. Further, Massey University will provide OCVS and the Committee with an annotated bibliography of key non-profit sector literature in June 2008, and two working papers for the OCVS website - a  historical background paper in February 2008 and a policy environment paper in December 2008.
The Massey University researchers reported that they were in the information gathering phase for their work on the impact of government policy on the nonprofit sector, including identifying future issues for the sector. This information will be collected by the researchers from existing publications and through interviews. One of the Massey University researchers, Professor Margaret Tennant, will be giving a presentation at the Social Policy Research and Evaluation conference Investing in Social Success in April 2007 on some research findings to date from the Study. 
Statistics New Zealand reported that they were on track to release the satellite account in August 2007. They were in the process of getting sign-off for the New Zealand Standard Classification of Non-Profit Organisations (NZSCNPO) which is based on the International Classification of Nonprofit Organisations (ICNPO). 
Diana Suggate advised the Committee that a Memorandum of Variation to the Massey University contract had been agreed and was in the process of being signed by both parties. Diana said that she was currently negotiating with Johns Hopkins University to revise their Collaboration Agreement with the Ministry of Social Development to reflect the changes in the Massey University contract.
The next Committee meeting will be in March 2007.
