Meeting 21 March 2007

 There was some discussion about how the work of the Study and the Working Paper could be further publicised, and Committee members had a number of suggestions of possible interested national and international organisations. The OCVS will arrange for information on the Study to be sent out to these organisations.
Statistics New Zealand (SNZ) talked about their Hot off the Press publication Counting New Zealand Non-Profit Institutions in New Zealand 2005 due to be released on 16 April 2007.
 SNZ will also be publishing the Non-Profit Institutions Satellite Account on 28 August 2007. SNZ said that a significant milestone had been reached by getting sign-off for a new New Zealand Standard Classification of Non-Profit Organisations, which was based on the International Classification system but had been adapted to take into account the diversity of the nonprofit sector in New Zealand and also the important role that Māori play in governing tangata whenua outside of central and local government. 

The Massey University researchers tabled two documents – their response to the Johns Hopkins University (JHU) History Fieldguide and the JHU Legal Fieldguide. Feedback from JHU and committee members on these two documents was discussed. It was noted that the Massey response to the History and Legal Fieldguides will feed into the National Report due to be published in June 2008. The Massey response to the History Guide will be published as a separate document the OCVS website in February 2008. It was felt that publishing the response to the JHU Legal Fieldguide would not be necesary, given the Keeping it Legal E Ai Ki Te Ture resource was already out there.
 By June 2007, Massey will have completed drafting responses to the JHU Policy Fieldguide on policy and future issues for the non-profit sector.
