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Progress Report

Committee for the Study of the New Zealand Non-Profit Sector: Meeting Friday 29 September 2006 
This meeting preceded the launch of Defining the NonProfit Sector: New Zealand, and part of the meeting was dedicated to finalising launch details.

Peter McIlraith (Committee member) and Andrew Rae (Statistics New Zealand) reported back on the Satellite Account Implementers Workshop in Bangkok, which they attended in July 2006. Whilst there was increasing emphasis internationally on development of satellite accounts, the Committee felt that the qualitative side of the research was important to New Zealand stakeholders. The Committee noted that New Zealand should take a lead role in portraying the role of indigenous people in the sector.

Statistics New Zealand reported back on its progress on the Satellite Account. Recent work has focused on the data extraction from the Annual Enterprise Survey and integrating data into the preliminary tables, and its is preparing to seek approval for the New Zealand Standard Classification for Non-Profit Organisations from the Statistics New Zealand Board.

Statistics New Zealand also reported on the progress of Minister Laban’s study of government funding to the community and voluntary sector (being undertaken by the Department of Internal Affairs), and on Philanthropy New Zealand’s Giving New Zealand study. It is hoped that these studies will provide additional data sources for the Satellite Account. Furthermore, Statistics New Zealand is developing a memorandum of understanding with the Charities Commission for data sharing.

The Committee discussed Statistics New Zealand’s draft papers on options for methodology to be used for estimating volunteer labour, and on closing data gaps. They also heard about Statistics New Zealand’s work examining data from religious organisations.

The Committee discussed progress with the Massey University contract review, which would take into account a three month delay in publication of the Defining the Nonprofit Sector: New Zealand). In addition, the revised contract would:

· no longer include three impact analysis case studies, as these would not provide information that is generalisable across the sector

· include development of two additional website papers (on History and Policy Analysis) to utilise aspects of the Massey University research material that Johns Hopkins University advises will not be fully incorporated into the final National Report. 

The publication by Johns Hopkins University of the National Report, which is the key project deliverable, will remain at June 2008.
