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The Study of the New Zealand Non-Profit Sector

Progress Report

3 August 2005
The Advisory Committee for the Study of the New Zealand Non-Profit Sector met again on Friday 6 July.  
A key item on the agenda was confirming the preferred research applicant that had been determined by a Request for Proposal process, and clarifying how the process of formally engaging the researcher would proceed.  Overall, the Advisory Committee was impressed by the quality of the proposals that had been received from applicants.

Statistics New Zealand (SNZ) then spoke in detail about their work in relation to the Satellite Accounts, in particular concerning non-profit definitions and classifications and how to determine population using existing classifications and frames.  SNZ noted the feedback from the Advisory Committee and will amend their decision-trees accordingly.  It is envisaged that wider consultation on these matters will occur in the near future.
SNZ will be sending a representative to attend the Asian Regional Workshop for Implementers of the United Nations Handbook on Non-profit Institutions in the System of National Accounts, to be held in Bangkok on 22-23 September 2005.  An additional representative of the Advisory Committee will attend if funding can be confirmed.
