Committee for the Study of the New Zealand Non-Profit Sector: meeting Friday 7 April 2006 

Statistics NZ reported that:

· the first release of the Non-profit Institutions Satellite Account would now be released by September 2007 (rather than March 2007 as first proposed). The level of detail in the account would depend on what data sources are available. Data will be enhanced data over time

Revised drafts of the Massey University  responses to the Johns Hopkins University Definitions field guide were discussed. The discussion focused mainly on substantive issues, as it was noted that Johns Hopkins University will be crafting the material into the first draft of the Definitions Working Paper. The Definitions Working Paper would be published by Johns Hopkins University. A tentative launch date of 30 June 2006 was discussed
. The purpose of the launch would be to promote general awareness about the sector and the Study, and thank the sector and funders for their input into the project.
It was noted that Massey University was due to deliver workplans for the history, legal, and policy tasks by 1 June 2006. 
The meeting also included Statistics NZ presentations on a feasibility study of Maori business activity and the development of a whole-of-government programme of official social statistics. The social statistics programme includes existing data such as the Household Labour Force Survey, and new sources of data such as the second Time Use Survey and proposed General Social Survey. These surveys will capture some information on volunteering and group membership. It could be possible to conduct additional surveys, although this is not currently planned. 
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� In subsequent discussions between committee members it was agreed to postpone the launch to August/September 2006 as substantial changes were required to the Definitions Working Paper in response to comments made by Johns Hopkins to the draft. This has caused delays in publication.
