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Progress Report

Committee for the Study of the New Zealand Non-Profit Sector: Meeting Monday 9 December 2006

The Committee discussed a Statistics New Zealand paper on the International Classification of Non-Profit Organisations (ICNPO), in particular issues regarding the appropriate splits of classifications and codes and whether the classification system used should be based on the activity or the purpose of non-profit organisations.  There was also discussion about how closely New Zealand should follow the international classification or adapt to better fit the New Zealand situation.  

Statistics New Zealand provided a preliminary assessment of the number of non-profit organisations on its Business Frame, and non-profit organisations known to IRD. It also explained legal issues around some parties to the Study accessing data from the Satellite Accounts before results have been published.  


A paper discussing definitional issues and the satellite account will be up on the Statistics New Zealand website by the end of December 2005. 
Statistics New Zealand informed the Committee about a summer research project being undertaking to find out the number of non-profit groups in the Masterton territorial authority area.  
The Committee considered and provided feedback on Massey University’s draft in relation to Johns Hopkins Field Guide 1. The drafts were very well received.  It was noted that Massey University’s will commence work in 2006 on the impact assessment Field Guide and the Committee agreed to discuss the possible expansion of the impact assessment at the next meeting, noting that this would have cost implications.
The Committee discussed the dual purpose of the work that Massey University is undertaking:

· to meet requirements of the Johns Hopkins University international comparative study

· to inform the New Zealand audience. 

It was agreed that the country report to be published in 2008 should be written in a way that it is useable for a number of purposes such as research, policy and advocacy.

The Committee noted that 50 people had attended the research workshop which discussed this Study at the Community Sector Taskforce National Forum on 11-12 November. There was good discussion and feedback but there is still a degree of uncertainty about the scope of the study.  

The Christchurch meeting was generally positive but the numbers were lower than expected.  
Meetings have been scheduled in Auckland (13 February 2006) and Hamilton (14 February 2006).  It was agreed that similar consultation meetings with Māori organisations would be organised in Auckland, Hamilton and potentially Christchurch.
